	Think about including resources/ information on teaching strategies for low-decile schools with an emphasis on promoting Maori and Pasifika achievement. 
If Professional Learning seminars are offered through NZATE in the major centres, think about using Webinars for web-based participation from the far-flung provinces.
We need better communication about meetings and more structured meetings. Our meetings tend to be dominated by one or two people who get into great detail about particular NCEA issues etc that do not engage all attendees. I learnt of NZATE at teachers college and it was invaluable in gaining my background and beginning to teaching. Unfortunately, since I began teaching (I am now in my third year) it has been a resource that I have massively undervalued - mainly because I don't have regular, easy access to it. As a young teacher I can not afford to subscribe on my own. It would be beneficial to have this resource more regularly available to me and I think I would use it often.
Not NZATE's problem - Regional networks are reliant on the enthusiasm and energy of teachers. It only takes a few key people to get the wheels in motion! We don't appear to have a northland branch anymore. I think we are all working on overload. We need to make our own branch more active. I set up a wiki but no one uses it. It would be nice to communicate over resource sharing etc specifically with Northland teachers but maybe this is just extra. I also feel I miss out on exciting Auckland things that don't happen up here.

Have you used the Google Docs’ survey? This was the programme used to carry out the survey of the NZATE members. It is extremely easy to use and make questionnaires. It has huge potential for teachers and students, particularly Year 13 students, for when they have to conduct surveys. As the participants answer the questions the results are collated automatically into graphs and tables. It makes for easy analyzing. If you are interested go to Google Docs and sign up. Go to the Create New page and then choose the Form page and it will direct you as to how to best formulate your questions. Once you have compiled your questions you then email or post the link to get people to answer.
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
